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RATIONALE :

New Plymouth Boys' High School will conform to the New Zealand Code of Practice for the recruitment and welfare of international fee-paying students drawn up by the Ministry of Education.

PURPOSE :

The school wishes to :

•
enjoy the diversity brought by overseas students ;

•
welcome the opportunity to increase the financial resources to assist the delivery of curriculum to all students of the school ;

•
give overseas students the opportunity to study in New Zealand in an English language environment.

GUIDELINES :

1.
In keeping with a tradition going back to the 1940's we will encourage the enrolment of students from the Pacific Islands.

2.
We will accept up to 25 fee-paying students at any one time who preferably will attend school for four or more years.  The students will either be from the Pacific Islands or from non-English education backgrounds  .  The school will aim to have the students spread through all levels.  However it is recognised that it is likely that there will be more students at the Years 12 and 13.

3.
The school identifies its target markets for non-English speaking international students as Thailand, South Korea, China, Taiwan, Japan, Germany, Maldives, Switzerland and South America.  For Japanese students a major push will be to foster our existing relationship with Shotoku Gakuen.

4.
International fee-paying students will, if possible, be required to live in the hostel so that we can oversee their living arrangements and their schooling.  In certain circumstances students may live in homestays with families who are known by the school.  When possible all students should live in the hostel for their first year at the school.

5.
A Dean will be appointed by the school to oversee the care, social integration and educational programmes of all international students.  The Dean will also consult with the teaching staff to ensure that they too gain from the teaching of international students.

6.
All international students will be offered English for Speakers of Other Languages (ESOL) depending on their needs.

7.
The school and hostel will encourage local paid homestays for all international fee-paying students in the school holidays.

8.
The school values the various exchange programmes, school to school, Rotary, AFS and others where the students homestay.

9.
The school will actively market to international fee-paying students both directly and by using the services of agents where appropriate.  The school will also co-operatively work with other schools and educational institutions.  The school recognises that the Headmaster or his representative may be required to visit the target countries to interview families and boys to select suitable applicants.

10.
The hostel has developed a marketing plan involving international fee-paying students which will be reviewed on an annual basis.
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
