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RATIONALE :

Parents/caregivers have the right to information about their student’s academic achievement through regular, comprehensive reporting.  
PURPOSE :

1.
To describe student achievement in relation to the achievement objectives in the national curriculum statements.  
2.
To describe student achievement in relation to the National Certificate of Educational Achievement or any alternative system of qualifications or assessment.

3.
To advise parents/caregivers and students on ways to improve their student’s learning.

GUIDELINES :

1.
In each year reporting at each level will take two forms : written reports, and oral reporting t  hrough report evenings.

2.
Each Year 9 - 14 student will be reported on through an interim multi-subject report form, at the end of Term 1, on which there will be an indication of effort, work completion and behaviour, together with any areas of concern.

3.
Each student will be reported on through comprehensive reports which evaluate both students’ personal skills and curriculum skills :


•
Year 9 and 10 :
at the end of Term 2 and end of Term 4 ;


•
Years 11 – 14 :
at the beginning of Term 2 and end of Term 3.

4.
Accompanying the Years 11 - 14 reports in Terms 2 and 3 will be :


-
a results report of all completed internally assessed achievement/unit standards.


-
a results report of all practice assessments for external achievement standards.


Accompanying the Years 9 & 10 reports in Term 4 will be a results report of all examination assessments completed at the end of the semester or year.

5.
A report on the results from the Term 4 practice exam will be given early in Term 4 to Years 11 - 14.

6.
Students in Years 9 and 10 who show indications of being unready for promotion to Years 10 and 11 will be identified in Term 1 and monitored closely in Terms 2, 3 and 4.  Parents will be notified of this situation, and at the end of the year informed about their son's level for the next year.  

7.
All written reports will use constructive language, be fair and frank, without being unnecessarily critical.

8.
Written reports are a confidential communication between teacher, student and parent/caregiver. 

9.
Extra copies of students' reports for staff, parents/caregivers and students may be requested from the Office Supervisor.

10.
Students at all levels, and their parents/caregivers, will have the 'calendered' opportunity twice a year to meet personally with the students’ teachers where advice can be given on ways to improve the student’s learning and recommendations made for future work based on the student’s achievements.

11.    All subject reports will be produced electronically through the Classroom Manager    

programme.
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
